4. As you think of the ways the transformation and Jesus’ words encouraged the disciples, how do 

they encourage us?  How do we view Jesus?  How does His Word strengthen us?  How do the 

promises of God, especially of Jesus’ return, encourage us?  How is our faith strengthened as we 

look, yield, rest, and embrace the glory of the cross every day?
